Individuals feel safe to speak without judgement and at the end of the day we leave with mutual respect as Trusted Servants performing service, never letting personalities interfere with our primary purpose. On some topics we may disagree, but we never become disagreeable.


Our District phone is ringing slow and steady. Several groups carry the phone rotating on a monthly basis. 


Cooperating with other Districts, the Public Information Committee is busy with a couple of projects that will hopefully get the phone ringing more often. Obviously, we must get the number out to the public if we want people to call.


Working with District 17, we host meetings at a local treatment facility, receiving positive feedback from both the clients and staff. Bridging the Gap, also cooperating with District 17, is active at the same facility.

These duties not only included meetings with the other 92 North American Delegates, and GSO Staff and Board, but, more importantly, with the Area Committee and DCMs. I have fielded numerous calls and emails from DCMs, Groups, and individual members asking for direction, or for information. I don’t always have the answer, but I do have a good working relationship with our GSO Staff member for eastern Canada, Rainer, and have gotten to know Delegates across the continent who are more than willing to help and can always find an answer. In August, myself and Anne B. attended the Eastern Canadian Regional forum in Ottawa. I drove up, and shared gas with the Area 81 Delegate. Not only did it save both Areas a couple of hundred dollars, but the time Marietta and I spent together was extremely enlightening to us both. Our Areas have very little in common in some ways that we carry out our primary purpose. But we do have a lot in common, as well. Marrietta and I talked about setting up a Service Manual workshop to run weekly for 13 weeks once or twice a year, with GSDs and Past GSDs coming in to facilitate. With Zoom, the cost will be minimal. Area 49 has a wonderful workshop on tape, and they have given us permission to utilize it. Hopefully we will have this organized and ready to go early in the new year. The Forum was amazing. It is like a mini conference, with trustees, board members, and GSO staff, and delegates, Alt GSDs and members from across Eastern Canada. Many presentations were made. I made a presentation on Love and Tolerance. Following my presentation, I facilitated a discussion on the topic. It was a great sharing session. As a part of our Area’s duties at the forum, I hosted meals with members of the GSD Board. Members from Area 82 present joined us to get to know the Board Members. Michael H, Marie MacL, Kirk S, and Deb C all made the journey to Ottawa and joined us for the meals. John W. joined us for the forum on Saturday. As your GSD, I Also sit on the 2025 CERAASA Committee. The conference will be held here in Dartmouth this coming February. Registration is now open, and can be found on the Area Website under the events tab. Finally, the 74th Conference final report is available on the Area Website. I have very few paper copies available for those unable to get it online. Please come and see me during free time this weekend for a copy if you are unable to view it online. I am happy to report that the state of AA in North America is alive and well. Thank you,

Archivist Committee Report Alt-Archivist

For this quarter, Alt-Archivist has continued the duties of securing the collection at the Metro Storage Facility in Bayers Lake Industrial Park with monies provided for the year by the Treasurer January 2024. The current 2024 financial line item for travel expenses for round-up participation is at its very minimum ( $500) where no roundups had been forecasted. There has been an invitation in Yarmouth for the annual Lighthouse Roundup. There will be an Archivist representative in attendance for this event November 1-3, 2024. The 2025 financial line item was forecasted for projected financial planning purposes, 5 roundups with travel expenses under the auspices that the inviting roundup committee pays 50% costs. This financial arrangement is in accordance with the Area 82 Archivist Guidelines. Things to think about: After Election the collection may/may not have to be moved to the area of the new Archivist Chair’s location. There is no specific budget line for moving the archivist collection although it could be placed under “upkeep”. If for example the newly elected archivist member lives in Yarmouth, the collection is large enough to warrant a large van rental plus fuel etc. The collection currently fills a 5 by 10-foot storage facility. The Alternate would be able to step in, having gained some experience with the role, allowing for a smooth continuation of proceedings..

Motion:
by Mark Z., DCM 3, seconded by Al G. 

We propose that Alternate Service roles be elected for all Area Committee positions at the next Fall Assembly, Halifax, 2024.

The responsibilities of the Alternate would be duplicate to the primary Committee Member as outlined in the Area 82 Guidelines. 

Stipulations:

a) Alternate roles are for training and to gain experience, understood to be back-up roles only. 

b) Alternates are not voting members unless they are filling in for the primary Committee member.

c) Extra funds are not needed. When called to fill in, Alternates will use the same funds budgeted for the Committee Member in the primary role

d) Filling vacated positions on an interim basis will occur at an Area Officer / DCM meeting until the next Assembly.

e) Alternates are not assumed to automatically step into any role. Electing suitable candidates to fill any role remains the responsibility of the voting body.

f) Any member, including the Alternate, is eligible to let their name for a primary role if a Committee Member steps down.

Several roles are currently vacant. Alternate roles may be more appealing as they may provide a better understanding of the role before someone is comfortable enough to submit a resume for a primary role. 

Area 82 currently has an Alternate General Service Delegate and recently approved the election of an Alternate Treasurer. 

The new positions to be created and open for election would be:

1) Alternate Chair

2) Alternate Secretary / Registrar

3) Alternate Webmaster

4) Alternate Archivist for each province

5) Alternate Remote Communities
